Item #1
Mayor Pay called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m. He stated that agenda items 6, 7 and 8 would be addressed at the next regular meeting of the Commission.
 
Item #2 – Property Tax Rate
Clerk Biven discussed the various rates involved in this years’ property tax rate calculations. Mr. McConnell presented a spreadsheet detailing revenues associated with each rate and their effect on various priced homes. Motion made by Commissioner Nation and seconded by Commissioner Waldridge to keep the Real Property Tax Rate at .1480 and lower the Personal Property Tax Rate to .1976. Mayor Pay, Commissioner Nation, Commissioner Spears and Commissioner Waldridge voted in favor of the motion. Commissioner Ingram opposed. Motion carried 4-1. 

Item #3 - Interlocal Agreement on EDA (Second Reading)
Attorney Dale read the ordinance with changes made before the first reading at the last meeting. Motion made by Commissioner Nation and seconded by Commissioner Waldridge to approve the ordinance withdrawing from EDA. Mayor Pay, Commissioner Nation, Commissioner Spears and Commissioner Waldridge voted in favor of the motion. Commissioner Ingram opposed. Motion carried 4-1. 

Item #4 – Sewer Truck Purchase
Public Works Director Compton expressed the need for a new sewer truck at a cost of $19,252.24, due to the condition of the current Truck #6. There will be an additional cost of $250 for a bed liner.
Motion made by Commissioner Waldridge and seconded by Commissioner Nation to purchase a new truck. Motion carried 5-0.
Motion made by Mayor Pay and seconded by Commissioner Waldridge to surplus the old truck and put it out for sealed bid. Motion carried 5-0.
Mr. Compton requested the purchase of another truck but withdrew his request since it was not listed on the agenda. 

Item #5 – Open Meetings Law
Commissioner Nation discussed the open meetings law as it relates to the “Announcements” section at Special Meetings. He presented a list of past meetings and asked the Commission to again consider having a second regularly scheduled monthly meeting to reduce the number of special meetings and allow the public to be adequately informed. 

Item #9 – Announcements
Clerk Biven announced that the city received payment from EDA for funds left over after their dissolution. He also announced that the quote had been received from AT&T for the Main St. project. Kevin Sisler will elaborate at Tuesday’s meeting. 
Commissioner Spears made an announcement regarding the county fair.

Item #10 – Motion was made by Commissioner Spears and seconded by Mayor Pay to Adjourn to Executive Session under provisions of KRS 61.810 (1) (b) Deliberations on the future acquisition or sale of real property by a public agency (c) Discussions of proposed or pending litigation against or on behalf of the public agency. Motion carried 5-0.
