ORDINANCE NO. 322
AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR OBSERVATION OF HALLOWEEN.  

BE IT ORDAINED by the City of Taylorsville:

(A) In those years in which Halloween falls on a Sunday, Halloween, i.e., trick or treating, will be allowed to take place within the City of Taylorsville on the Saturday, immediately prior to the Sunday on which Halloween falls, from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. 
(B) In those years in which Halloween falls on any other day than Sunday, trick or treating will be allowed within the City of Taylorsville on the day Halloween actually falls, from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.   

(C) Any person violating any provisions of this Ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be subject to a fine of not less than $5.00 and no more than $100.00 for each violation in addition to Court costs or fees associated therewith.  All of which shall accrue to the benefit of the City of Taylorsville and deposited into the City’s general fund.   


Any Ordinance inconsistent herewith is hereby repealed.


This Ordinance shall take effect from and after it’s passage and publication.
